
How to Use the Campus Card Correctly?
The campus card of our school is a non-contact card with a built-in chip. When using it, you do not need to take it out of your wallet. Please take good care of the campus card: do not bend it, put a hole in it, or fold it. Keep it away from high temperatures and keep its surface clean. 
What are the functions of the query password and the consumption password of the campus card? 
There are two passwords for the campus card: “the query password” and “the consumption password”.

The query password is used for online queries, queries using the self-service terminal, and to report of the loss of card.

The consumption password is used for consumption. The consumption password is not needed for small transactions. However, the consumption password is required when a single consumption or the accumulated consumption of a day exceeds the consumption limit. The consumption limit is designed to protect your card’s value if the card is lost or stolen. Initially, 
the query password and the consumption password are the same. For cardholders with residential ID cards (身份证), the initial password is the last 6 digits of their ID cards and if the last digit is “X”, “0” will be used in place of “X”.
For cardholders with other forms of identification (such as passports or military ID), the initial password is the cardholder’s birthday (6 digits, yymmdd); 
If the birthday data is incomplete, then the initial data is “888888”. 
How to Modify the Consumption and Query Passwords?
You can modify the consumption password in either of the following two ways: One is taking the card to the campus card management center to have your consumption password modified there. Please remember to bring a valid ID (身份证, student ID, or work ID) with you to modify the password. Alternatively, you can modify your password using the Point of Service (POS) machine located at the canteen (Qingyan Building). The procedure for modifying your password on the POS machine are as follows: First, put the campus card on the POS machine and press the Confirm key; then, enter the original 6-digit consumption password and press OK; enter a new 6-digit consumption password and press OK; Finally, re-enter the new 6-digit consumption password and press OK. If these steps are completed successfully, the consumption password will be modified. 
   You can modify the query password through the campus card self-service terminal  or using the campus card self-service network at (http://ecard.blcu.edu.cn). 

What if the Query or Consumption Password is Forgotten?

   If you have forgotten your consumption password, please bring your valid ID card and campus card to the campus card management center to reset your password. If you have forgotten your query password, please access the self-service terminal of the query machine or the one-card self-service network, click “Forget Password” below to reset password.

How to Report a Lost Campus Card and How to Cancel a Lost Campus Card Report?

If your campus card is lost or stolen, you can report the loss in the following ways:

· Report the loss using the self-service terminal on campus;

 Reporting the loss online: Access the one-card self-service network at http://ecard.blcu.edu.cn and complete the lost card procedure.

Directions for the self-service lost card report:  “The password” is the query password. 
（the password for login is the query password）For cardholders with other forms of identification (such as passports or military ID), the initial password is the cardholder’s birthday (6 digits, yymmdd); if the birthday data is incomplete, the initial data is “888888”.
· Reporting the lost card in-person: Please take your valid ID card to the campus card management center to report the loss.

If the card is found after reporting the loss, please bring your valid ID card and campus card to the campus card management center to cancel the lost card report.

How to Query the Information Related to the Campus Card?

You can insert your campus card into the self-service terminal of the query machine, click the “Read Card Login” on the upper left side 
and the related information, such as the card number, will be shown. 
How to Query the Details of the Consumption? 

You can access the self-service terminal of the query machine or the one-card self-service network at (http://ecard.blcu.edu.cn) and click “Consumption Query” to query your consumption details.

How and Where to Add Value to the Campus Card? 

When the balance in the campus card is insufficient, you can add value at one of the recharging stations in the canteen (Qingyan Building). 
How to Replace the Card if it is Lost or Damaged?

You must bring your own valid ID card (student ID, work ID, or 身份证) to the campus card management center to replace the card.

Where to Download the Application Form for the Campus Card?

You can visit http://ecard.blcu.edu.cn and click “Download All Kinds of Application Forms" to download the application form for the campus card.

What can one do with the campus card ?

· It can be used instead of cash to make purchases.
· Borrow books

· Use computers in the computer lab (Computer Room 108, Teaching Building No. 1)
· Door access

· Check attendance
· Get hot water

· Take showers
